You need the specific will of God to live your own life because you will not see in the bible specific details of your life written in letters.

  In the medicals, they have specialists in diverse fields. However, the specialists did not start their learning from that specialization. They all have to study the general medicine first and from the general they proceeded to the specialization. Therefore, if you are going to understand the will of God, you must start from the generic and get to the specific. Because whatever you are going to practice, as a specialist will not contradict, what you are told as a general practitioner. Likewise, the specific will of God for you will not contradict his generic will.

  God's specific assignment for you on this earth had been specified from the beginning and was committed to your spirit, which had existed from that same beginning. Your assignment was written in the name of your spirit. Your name might not be spelt out then, but your spirit was already alive and God knows how he identifies your spirit. When that spirit arrived this planet thousands of years later through your mother and father, your body and your soul tries to live a life. For some, their soul will still try to pick something from their spirit and get some traces and tries to play around it.   The Berean Literal Bible says, "THIS WAS THE BEGINNING of the signs Jesus did in Cana of Galilee, and He revealed His glory..."

  In other words, His birth was not the beginning. It was not the beginning when He was making money from His carpentry job. It does not matter how fat your salary is or how much you earn form your job as long as you are not in your work. It was not the beginning for Jesus until He began to do what He was created to do. He simply existed. When He began, He revealed His glory. So, your real glory will never be revealed except you begin your work. Your glory is connected to your work.

  The heavens will only record that which you do on earth that correlates with what was written concerning you. They will not begin your story until you begin your work.

  Nehemiah simply existed until he caught the vision of rebuilding the broken wall of Jerusalem. We did not know Elijah until that day when he walked into Ahab's palace and declared God's counsel. That was his beginning. He seems to be one man in the Bible whose lineage was never traced. It is because it was not necessary. His real beginning was that evening he confronted the wicked king.

  Martin Luther King Jr. was a pastor until he realized the reason for his creation. No one knew him until he began to do his life's work; challenging the status quo. No one remembers him today for being a pastor but for waging war relentlessly against racism and the marginalization of the blacks in the society. Martin identified a problem and he died solving it. This same thing can be said of so many other heroes in the community of faith.

  The world system also teaches us the same truth that you will only exist until you begin to create and solve a problem. No one knew Bill Gates until he created Microsoft. No one knew Walt Disney until he began the Disney World. Mark Zukenberg was faceless until he created Facebook. This same thing can be said of Steve Jobs, the inventor of Apple.

  It is time for you to begin and stop existing! Start creating. Start contributing! Start adding value! Starting solving a problem! Stop looking for a job but a purpose. Find your assignment. Explore the sea of resources within you. Bring out the treasures in you. Locate the ingenuity inside of you. Write your book. Start the business. Create that software. Go and register that company. Fulfill your ministry. You have the gift. You have the grace. You have the potential! The resources will come. Believe in God. Believe in yourself.   It is one major way I know of losing the driver's seat of your life. Do not give the devil that privilege.

  Yes, go ahead and build fortresses around your weaknesses that you have observed and that have been mentioned to you by others, but do not consistently make life decisions around other people's opinions.

  Therefore, I ask you like Steve Maraboli once asked, "How would your life be different if…You stopped allowing other people to dilute or poison your day with their words or opinions?
